AdriaROYAL FAQ 1.0

Q: What is the goal of the game?

A: The goal of the game is to move falling cards to align 3 or more cards of the same suit, rank or in sequential order.  Horizontally or vertically aligned combinations disappear making room for incoming cards. If you do not clear the screen in time, the game will end.
Q: How many levels are available?

A: There are 5 levels, consisting of 5 decks with 52 cards (4 suits) each.

Q: What changes from level to level?

A: Level 2 has hidden cards; Level 3 has blocking cards; Level 4 has both hidden and blocking cards; and Level 5 has a split deck and hidden cards.
Q: Can I start with any level I want?

A: Yes you can choose any level you want to play.

Q: How is the score calculated?

A: The scoring combinations are valued in proportion to their likelihood.  The most points are given for an AdriaROYAL:  5 cards of the same suit in ascending or descending sequence.  Point values of the scoring combinations are added to the Summary Score (Sum). The Criteria Score (Scr) is the Summary Score minus the number of unmatched cards remaining at the end of each deck multiplied by the card value.  The card value is 20 for the first deck, 40 for the second, 60 for the third, 80 for the fourth and 100 for the fifth deck at every level. If the Criteria Score is positive you will continue to the next deck, otherwise the game will be over. In other words, the more unmatched cards you leave at the end of the deck, the lower your Criteria Score.

Q: What are the game controls?

A: Use the left and right arrow keys, or keys 4 and 6, to move the falling card to the left or right, respectively. The down arrow key or the key 8 immediately descends the card.  The 0 key stops the falling card, up to three times during a game. The stopped card can then be moved to the left and right; this also reveals the face value of hidden cards. The game continues when the 0 key is pressed again. Use the CLR (CLEAR) key to stop the game and exit to the Main menu.  If you Continue the game, you will return to exactly where you left off.  After terminating the program, choosing Continue will start the game at the beginning of the last deck you played.

Q: What do indicators at the right side of the screen present?

A: The right side of the screen presents the status field with the following indicators:

· L-D: Current Level and Deck;

· Scr: Criteria Score;

· Sum: Summary Score;

· and Crd: number of cards remaining in the deck.

Q: Can I pause the game?

A: Yes. You can pause the game by pressing the Clear key. To continue the game, simply select Continue in the main menu. In addition, you can stop the falling card by pressing key 0. But it is limited to three times during the same game.

Q: What happens when I finish all five levels?

A: If you are successful enough to finish all levels and have one of the top 5 scores, you will be asked to type your name for the high scores list.  Congratulations!

Q: How do I exit the application?

A: To exit the application, press the End button, or Clear button if in the main menu.
